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Uniform Standards

1. UNIFORM DEFINITIONS:

A. Class “A” Uniform: Shall consist of the following articles approptiaie to the
various ranks as listed.

Blouse(1): Fecheimer 3880 Navy Bluc with epaulets.

Buttons: Firefighter - Silver
Officer’s - Gold

Rank Striping:  Lieutenant - One(1) Suipe
Captain - Two(2) Stripes
Platoon Chief - Three(3) Stripes
Assistant Chief - Four(4) Stripes
Chief - Four(4) Stripes

Shoulder Patches: Department emblem patches sewn on both shoulders Y2
below shoulder seam.

Shirts(1 each):  Officers - FC65R3400 Long Steeve While
FC15W5400 Short Sleeve White

Firefighters - FC65R5400 Long Sleeve Light Blue
FC15W5400 Short Sleeve Light Blue

Al dress shirts shall be Perma-press with epaulets and badge tab. Twin
pleated patch pockets with button down flaps.

Shoulder Patches: Department emblem patches sewn on both shoulders 2"
below shoulder seam.

Pants(1): Fecheimer 38200 Navy Blue
Belt: Black 1 14 basket weave with velero closure ot silver buckle.

T-Shirt:

Officers - White
Firefighters - White

T-Shirt will be plain with no lettering or monogramming.
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Hat: (Hand RND FD)#120031 Firefighter hat with round dome top.

Chief Officers - ‘White

Captain - Blue with gold band
Lieutenant - Blue with gold band
Firefighter - Blue with black band

Top Coat: Newport Harbor Style # 865 dark navy wool top coat

UNIFORMS SHALL BE PROPERLY MAINTAINED AND KEPT ON HAND AT

THE MEMBER’S ASSIGNED STATION.

NOTE:

ANY QUESTIONS CONCERNING THE REQUIRED CLOTHING
SHOULD BE ADDRESSED TO THE ASSISTANT CHIEE'S OFFICE.
NEW MEMBERS SHALL OBTAIN THEIR CLASS “A™ DRESS
UNIFORM IN ITS ENTIRETY BEFORE COMPLETION OF THEIR
TWENTY-FOURTH(24") MONTH OF ACTIVE SERVICE.

FATIGUE UNIFORM: SHALL CONSIST OF THE VARIOUS
ARTICLES APPROPRIATE TO THE VARIOUS RANKS.

Department ogo cmbroidered on Jeft chest.

Rank to be embroidercd on right chest centered on logo black thread.(rank for
officers only)

Firefighter/paramedics wil have Paramedic embroidered on right chest
centered on logo black thread.

Fire inspector ssigned to Fire Prevention Bureau will have Inspoctor
embroidered on right chest centered on logo.

Pants(3): Lion Brand #130 or Blauer 8810 Navy Blue

T-Shirts — Gray or White. Gildane brand 100% cotton T-Shirts may be
plain or may have Buclid Fire Maltese Cross on front left chest 4” height
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color. No other stenciling or markings will be acoeptable.

Belt: 1 %" Basket Weave with silver buckle or velcro closure.

Socks:  Socks shall be crew length white or black. No insignias will be
permitted on socks.

Shoes:  Black steel toe, military style, non skid, oil resistant soles or black
steel toe athletic style without insignias.

Hats:  Regular Profile Flex Fit Wool Blend midnight navy baseball style
cap with gold embroidery:

Captain
Fire Inspector
Regular Profile Wool Biend white baseball style cap with black
embroidery:
Captain when OIC or Staff.
Platoon Chicf.
All hats will have EFD embroidered on hat in 244" Block Embroidery.
Kril watch cap Navy Blue with Fire Department Logo emibroidery may
be worn during cold weather.

Sweatshirt: “R” Heroe Style #805 or Game #810 Firefighter with Denim
collar and elbow patch
Navy: Firefighter
Lieutenant
Captain
Rank or Paramedic embroidered in goid (7/16”)
Gray: Captain — Staff or OIC
Platoon Chief
Rank embroidered in Black (7/167)

Departmental logo embroidered on left chest

Rank embroidered on right chest centered on logo. Rank for officers only.
Firefighter/Paramedics shall have Paramedic embroidered on right chest
centered on logo.

Note: T-Shirt must be worn at all times under sweat shirt.

Sweater: Blauer #200 or #210 V-Neck sweater with department paiches sown
on both sleeves ¥” below shoulder scam. {optional)

Line Jacket: Spiewak #1620 with liner
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shoulder seams.
Officer rank patch sewn on above left breast pocket.

Office Jacket: Blauer 9010Z cruiser jacket with Gore-Tex dark navy.

Department patches sewn on both sleeves /4" below
shoulder seam.

Work out wear:  Navy Bluc short and gray or white T-Shirt or navy blue

sweat pnts and sweatshirt may be womn for workouts.

DURING OFF DUTY HOURS FOR OUTSIDE EMPLOYMENT,
SPORTING EVENTS, ETC., IS PROHIBITED.

II. UNIFORM DRESS CODE:

Class “A™ Dress Uniform is to be wom on special duties as ordered by the
Chief. Class “A” Uniforms shall be worn by all mermbers for appearances
ina court of law while representing the Euclid Firc Depariment.

Fatigue uniform will be worn during all assigned duty hours, “T shirts
tmay be wom in station afier 2000 or while performing routine duties that
may adversely aftect uniform shirts. (c.g. — hydrant flushing, lawn
mowing, vehicle checks)

Each member's complete set of uniforms shall be inspected annvally by a
chief officer.

Each member's complete set of tumn out gear shall be inspected annually
by a qualified tum out gear inspector.

All uniforms shall be maintained in a neat and clean condition and shall be
replaced when needed. Shirts shall be tucked into trousers and completely
buttoned except for collar when necktie s not worn. Non-uniform items
will not be worn.

All uniforms will be the proper colors and without defects. All washed
out and/or damaged uniforms shall be replaced immediately.

Sweat suits, workout shorts, and athletic shoes may be worn only during
physical fitness activities.

Hair must be neat, clean, trimmed, combed and present a groomed
appearance. Hair shall be worn no longer than the top of the shirt collar at
the back of the neck when standing with the head in a normal posture, and
present a tapered appearance at the back of the neck. The bulk or length
of the hair shall not interfere with normal wearing of standard headgear.
No hair style shall interfere with the wearing or proper positioning of the
uniform hat. Hair may not cover the forehead while the uniform hat is
worn.

Sideburns shall be neatly rimmed and their bulk will not be excessive.
They shall not exceed onc inch in width and not extend below the lobe of
the ¢ar. The base of the sidebums shall be a clean shaven horizontal linc.
The face shall be clean shaven so as not o interfere with SCBA face
picce. Beards, goatees, lower lip hair and muttonchops sideburns arc
prohibited.

Mustaches shall be kept neatly trimmed and will not extend more than one
quarter inch below the upper lip. They shall not be excessively thick or
bushy, nor shall they be styled, treated or pointed so the ends curl or
protrude away from the contour of the face or extend upward higher than
the lowest part of the nose.

The wearing of earrings or necklaces s prohibited as a safety factor.
Other unusual body adomments or jewelry such as earrings, combs, etc.,
may not be worn.

Female firefighters may use factal make-up with discretion. Bright colors
and extreme eye make-up will not be allowed. False eyelashes will be
prohibited.

Tattoo Policy

Tattoos or brands anywhere on the head, face, and neck above the class A
uniform collar are prohibited.

Tattoos or brands that are extremist, indecent, sexist, or racist are
‘proibited, regardless of location on the body, as they are prejudicial to
200d order and discipline within the department.

2 Extremist tatioos or brands are those affiliated with, depicting, or
symbolizing extremist philosophies, organizations, or activities.
Extremist philosophies, organizations, and activities are those
which advocate racial, gender of ethnic hatred or intolerance;
advocate, create, or cngage in iMegal discrimination based on race,
color, gender, ethnicity, religion, or national origin; or advocate
violence or other unlawful meens of depriving individual rights
under the U.S. Constitution, Federal, or state law.

‘modesty, decency, o propriety; shock the moral sense because of
their vulgar, filthy, or disgusting nature or tendency to incite lustful
thought; or tend reasonably to corrupt morels or incite libidinous
thoughts,

Sexist tattoos or brands are those that advocate a philosophy that
degrades ot demeans a person bascd on gender, but that may not
meet the same definition of “indecent”

Racist tattoos or brands are those that advocate a philosophy that
degrades or demeans a person based on race, ethnicity, or national
origin.

1V. UNIFORM ALLOWANCE GUIDELINES

A. As per city ordinance, each member of the fire department receives
uniform allowances 10 be used in the following manner:

For initial purchase, maintenance, and replacement of Class “A”,
fatigue uniforms, and personal equipment.

Specifications for uniforms are on file in the assistant chief’s
office. If there are any questions concering the purchase of
uniforms, cheek with the assistant chicf before making the
purchase.

Personnel who do ot have all the required clothing or whose
clothing does not mect the current standards are required to
conform immediately. Failure to comply will result in disciplinary
action.

B. No deviations from these regulations shall be allowed without
authorization by the chief.

V. Embroidered Patch Regulations:

A. Specifications for attaching the embroidered Euclid Fire Department
Identification Patch are as follows:

All shoulder patches shall be machine sewn in place.
Shoulder patches shall be centered on sleeve, %™ below the
shoulder seam.

‘The entire perimeter of the patch must be machine sewn.

Effective March 1, 2007, all changes in the clothing regulations shall take
place and all members of the Buclid Fire Department shall conform to the
regulations and specifications set forth herein.

This order supersedes ajl previous clothing regulations.
